The current 14-year term of office of Arthur 1. Harris, United States Bankruptcy Judge
for the Northern District of Ohio at Cleveland, is due to expire on October 6, 2016.

In bankruptcy cases and proceedings referred by the district court, the incumbent
would continue to perform the duties of a bankruptcy judge that may include holding status
conferences, conducting hearings and trials, making final determinations, entering orders and
judgements, and submitting proposed findings of fact and conclusions of law to the district court.
